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Town of Minturn 
Management’s Discussion and Analysis 
Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2009 

 
As management for The Town of Minturn (the Town), we offer readers of the Town’s 
basic financial statements this narrative and analysis of the financial activities of the 
Town of Minturn for the year ended December 31, 2009.  The following discussion is 
intended to assist in understanding the results of operations and our current financial 
condition. Our consolidated financial statements and the accompanying notes included 
elsewhere in this document contain additional information that should be referred to 
when reviewing this material. 
 
Overview  
The Town was incorporated in 1904, became a home rule municipality in 1982, and is a 
duly and regularly created, organized and existing political subdivision under the 
Constitution and laws of the State of Colorado. The Town is located in the central portion 
of Colorado approximately 100 miles west of Denver, 2 miles south of Interstate 70 and 
four miles west of the Town of Vail and the Vail Ski Resort. The Town’s 2008 assessed 
valuation (for collection of taxes in 2009) was $27,159,390 
 
Financial Highlights 
 
During 2009, the Town was able to complete several projects and move others along 
resulting in fund equity as indicated below. In 2009, the world, national, state and local 
economies endured a significant downturn and remained depressed most of the year with 
the economic outlook only slightly improving as we entered the middle and end of the 
fourth quarter. With this economic picture the Town of Minturn made direct and specific 
financial moves that assisted in lessening this economic impact on the residents of the 
Town while maintaining our historically provided service levels. This was largely 
accomplished by a four point cost savings plan undertaken and administered by the Town 
Council and the Town management team as follows: 

• Review and modify down by 10% the 2009 adopted budget. 
Although the 2009 budget was not formally re-adopted, using the 10% cuts in 
some revenue streams and expense items significantly helped our year end 
balances. The Town was able to foresee and adjust to a continued decrease in 
revenue well in advance of the immanent results. 

• Consistent and ongoing monitoring of the budget and our monthly and year to 
date expenses. 
This monitoring allowed the Town management team the opportunity to forecast 
and adjust for the downward cycle of the economy. Because we did not ever get 
to the point of over spending we were able to maintain a strict and consistent 
conservative budget and financial picture without the need for drastic measures 
that would affect our residents. 

• The Town worked close with the Minturn Red Cliff Business Association on how 
the economy is affecting the business community and what the Town could 
expect. 
This action allowed the Town to better understand the needs of our commercial 
businesses and help them to be successful. Further, it allowed us a finger on the 
pulse of what the Town could anticipate in revenue collections. 
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• Strive to maintain our customer service levels for the community to include snow 
removal, water service, roads, administrative services and police coverage. 

 
Throughout the difficult economic year Minturn has strived to support our residents and 
to maintain our community service levels predominantly without increasing costs to the 
Town. We are happy to report that, to a large extent, our efforts toward fiscal 
responsibility were well founded and successful.

The Town continued its conservative budget practices, efficient and moderate spending 
and upkeep and monitoring of the budget on a monthly basis. In 2009, the Town hired a 
full time permanent Town Manager. The Battle Mountain/Ginn Development continues 
to take a large amount of time; however, it has settled into a slow and long term process 
with no real development anticipated for at least several years. The Town was one police 
officer down from a full staffing allotment in the Police Department during 2009. 
Staffing issues also affected the Planning Department where the Planning Director 
resigned and, due to the economy, was not replaced in 2009. Additionally, the 
Administrative Assistant position was vacated and subsequently replaced.  
 
The Enterprise Fund continues to hold its own and make some forward gains on an 
annual basis. Although the Fund is able to maintain a solid reserve balance it is not 
financially prepared for any significant system breach or upgrade. The Enterprise Fund is 
comprised of two basic revenue streams; water fees, which pay for the day to day water 
purification and distribution, and trash fees, which pay for the Town wide citizen trash 
pickup service. Without the consideration of the Battle Mountain/Ginn Annexation, the 
Town is substantially at build out at this time within our current Town boundaries. 
Therefore, water tap revenue derived from the sale of water taps for new construction is 
insufficient to pay for needed system maintenance and repair. Consideration of this and a 
funding source for the ongoing infrastructure repair and maintenance should be 
considered during the annual budget process as water rates are reviewed. 
 
The Arts Fund balance remained essentially unchanged in 2009. The annual summer 
Minturn Market was a success in 2009. Much of this was due to a more concerted 
management effort by the Town and a stronger event management contract.  
 
The Capital Fund does not generate any revenue.  All expenses are paid for via an 
interfund transfer from the General Fund or grant proceeds.  Projects in the Capital Fund 
in 2009 included annual contractual maintenance needs resulting from the Eagle River 
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restoration improvements and the development of a segment of the long-term bike path 
program.  
 
The operations of the Town are funded primarily by tax revenue generated by a 17.934 
mill levy on the assessed value of property and a 4% sales tax generated by sales within 
the Town.  The mill levy is set at 17.934 and is not affected by the TABOR law, therefore 
the Town is allowed to collect, save and spend all property tax revenues derived from that 
levy. Tax revenue for the year from our Property Tax Mill Levy was $468,503. As 
discussed previously, our 2009 City and County sales tax collections were down 
approximately 10% from 2008. Our total City and County sales tax collections totaled 
$452,952.  These two sources of revenue are equal to 65% of our General Fund revenues, 
not including Developer Fees charged to the Battle Mountain/Ginn project.  This 
percentage is a continuing reminder of the need for true diversification in our revenue 
stream. It is noted that combined property and sales taxes are approximately nine 
percentage points higher than 2008. Much of this is due to lower lease fees earned on 
land leases to other organizations due to the downward cycle of the economy over all. 
 
The Town collects a lodging tax of 1.5% which is in addition to a 4% sales tax on all 
short-term rental units beginning.  Short-term lodging is defined as a single stay less than 
30 days.  This lodging tax is collected and allocated in the General Fund and continues to 
grow. 
 
Overview of Financial Statements 
 
This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the Town’s basic 
financial statements.  The basic statements are comprised of three components: 1) 
government-wide financial statements, 2) fund financial statements, and 3) notes to the 
financial statements. 
 
Government-Wide Financial Statements 
 
The government-wide financial statements are designed to provide readers with a broad 
overview of the Town’s finances in a manner similar to a private-sector business. 
 
The statement of net assets presents information on all the Town’s assets and liabilities, 
with the difference between the two being reported as net assets.  Over time, the increases 
or decreases in net assets may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial position 
of the Town is improving or deteriorating. 
  
The statement of activities presents information showing how the Town of Minturn’s 
net assets changed during the most recent fiscal year.  All changes in net assets are 
reported as soon as the underlying event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of 
the timing of related cash flows.  Thus, revenues and expenses reported in this statement 
for some items will result in cash flows in future periods (e.g. uncollected taxes and 
earned but unused employee paid time off). 
 
The government-wide financial statements distinguish functions of the Town of Minturn 
that are principally supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues (Governmental 
Activities) from other functions that are intended to recover all or a significant portion of 
their costs through user fees and charges (Business-type Activities).  The Governmental 
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Activities of the Town of Minturn include general government, public safety (police), 
public works, and community development.  The Business-type Activities of the Town of 
Minturn include Water, Trash, and Recreation. 
 
Fund Financial Statements 
 
A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control over resources 
that have been segregated for specific activities or objectives.  Some funds are required to 
be established by State law and bond covenants; however Town Council establishes other 
funds to help control and manage money for particular purposes.  All of the Town’s funds 
can be divided into three categories: Governmental Funds, Proprietary Funds, and 
Agency Funds. 
 
Governmental Funds – Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same 
functions reported as governmental activities in the government-wide financial 
statements.  However, unlike the government-wide financial statements, governmental 
fund financial statements focus on short-term inflows and outflows of spendable 
resources, as well as on balances of spendable resources available at the end of the fiscal 
year.  Such information may be useful in evaluating a government’s short-term financing 
requirements.  The accounting method is called modified accrual accounting. 
 
Because the focus of governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide 
financial statements, it is useful to compare the information presented for governmental 
activities in the governmental funds with similar information presented for governmental 
activities in the government-wide financial statements.  By doing so, readers may better 
understand the long-term impact of the government’s short-term financing decisions.  
Both the governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statement of 
revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balances provide a reconciliation to facilitate 
this comparison between governmental funds and governmental activities. 
 
The Town of Minturn maintains six individual governmental funds: General, 
Conservation Trust, Building Corporation, Arts, and Capital Projects and a General 
Improvement District.  Information is presented separately in the governmental fund 
balance sheet and in the governmental fund statement of revenues, expenditures, and 
changes in fund balances for the general fund and other major funds.  The nonmajor 
funds are combined in the Other Governmental Funds into a single, aggregated 
presentation.  Individual fund data for each of these nonmajor governmental funds is 
provided in the form of combining statements elsewhere in this report. 
 
Proprietary Funds – The Town of Minturn maintains one type of proprietary fund.  
Enterprise Funds are used to report the same functions presented as business-type 
activities in the government-wide financial statements.  The Town uses an enterprise fund 
to account for its Water, Trash, and Recreation activities.  This fund is considered to be a 
major fund of the Town of Minturn. 
 
Agency Funds – The Town of Minturn maintains one Agency Fund. Agency Funds 
consist of resources retained by the Town as an agent for another unit in a fiduciary 
capacity. The Scholarship Fund is an Agency Fund and operates as an annuity whereby 
the interest is used for the purpose of awarding scholarships for post secondary education. 
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The original annuity of $350,000 was funded by Battle Mountain/Ginn. Until such time 
as agreed to by the Battle Mountain/Ginn project no disbursements will be made from 
this Fund. The Scholarship Fund .is considered to be a nonmajor governmental fund. 
Individual fund data of this fund is provided in the form of the combined statements 
elsewhere in this report. 
 
Notes to Financial Statements 
 
The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full understanding of the 
data provided in the financial statements. 
 
Government-wide Financial Analysis 
 
As noted previously, net assets may serve over time as a useful indicator of the Town’s 
financial position.  For the year ended December 31, 2009, the Town’s combined assets 
exceeded liabilities by $6,385,682.  This represents an increase in net assets of $46,548 or 
.007% over year end 2008.  Of this amount $1,899,306 is unrestricted and is available to 
meet the Town’s ongoing financial obligations.

During the fiscal year 2009 the Town of Minturn continued a working agreement for 
services rendered in the annexation request for Battle Mountain/Ginn.  The agreement 
included all pass through expenses incurred by the Town in both the General and 
Enterprise Funds.  This added significant cash to revenues in order to cover the 
corresponding ongoing expenses in the two funds in the amount of $2,952,591. This 
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revenue was either originally approved in the 2009 budget or supplementally 
appropriated during the year.   
 
The Town realized $54,529 in Real Estate Transfer Taxes (RETT) revenues.  This 
amount was below the budgeted expectation of $125,000 and may be a reflection of the 
soft real estate market experienced with the overall economic downturn.  Over the past 
several years the Town has realized significant growth in the RETT revenues. This 
increase was due to two large and expensive developments, one on Taylor Street and one 
in the 1800 block of Main Street/Hwy 24.  Additionally, a large number of sales took 
place. These real estate transfers were evenly consistent throughout the Town. With the 
large development and the evenly distributed sales Town wide the County Assessor was 
able to have a good sample of like sales transactions during the 2007 reassessment year 
leading to higher taxable values for the residents of Minturn.  
 
With the strong economy realized between 2006 and 2008, the 2009 assessment was 
proportionately higher as well. It should be noted this revenue stream is extremely fickle 
and very driven by the economy. With the recent economic downturn it is preliminarily 
anticipated that this assessment will drop in the 2011 assessment by as much as 10% 
county wide. Such an assessed value downturn would most definitely affect Minturn. In 
short, because one year was strong should not be interpreted as a trend or prelude to the 
following year and vice versa. The Town continues to watch this revenue stream and 
budget conservatively in light of the economic downturn. 
 
Financial Analysis of the Town’s Funds 
 
Governmental Funds.  The focus of the Town of Minturn governmental funds is to 
provide information on near-term inflows, outflows, and balances of spendable resources.  
Such information is useful in assessing the Town’s financing requirements.  In particular, 
unreserved fund balance may serve as a useful measure of the Town’s net resources 
available at the end of the fiscal year. 
 
As of December 31, 2009, the Town’s governmental funds reported a combined ending 
fund balance of $1,473,223 a decrease of $64,654.   
 
The General Fund is the major operating fund of the Town.  At the end of 2009 the 
current fiscal year fund balance decreased by $79,379 from $1,167,321 to $1,087,942. 
Although this fund balance is a decrease it is indicative of the current economic slump. It 
is the direction of the Council for the Town to hold an amount equal to 50% of our annual 
non-developer expenses in a cash reserve. This optimistic reserve is built to better allow 
the Town to operate during unsure conditions. The realization of this ending fund balance 
direction makes Minturn a leader in fiscal responsibility and the reserve practice is 
recommended to be continued.   
 
The Town has been pursuing the annexation of a section of privately owned land to the 
south of Minturn.  This approximate 5,300 acre parcel, owned by Battle Mountain/Ginn, 
will involve expenses to be reimbursed by the developer.  The annexation of 
approximately 4,300 was completed in May of 2008. It is anticipated the remaining 
approximate 1,000 acres will be annexed in 2010. Currently the Town of Minturn is 
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awaiting final development plans from Battle Mountain/Ginn. Once received the 
development process of the land will proceed.  
 
Capital Projects Fund.  In 2009, the Town continued to work with Eagle County and 
various departments of the Federal and State governments on a short section of bike path 
that extends from North Bridge 1,300 feet north to the Eagle River Water and Sanitation 
District pump house. Additional expenses in this fund were the result of annual 
maintenance to the Eagle River Phase I and II project specified in the original agreement.  
 
General Fund Budgetary Highlights 
 
The Town budgeted for General Fund expenditures of $3,423,955 for the year ended 
December 31, 2009.  Actual expenditures were $2,134,664. Much of this difference 
between actual and budget is a result of the lower than budgeted expenses related to the 
Battle Mountain/Ginn Annexation as well as cuts related to the budget reduction exercise 
in light of anticipated lower revenue projections. 
 
Although attempts have been made to adjust for market growth variances and building 
cycles in order to smooth out the annual budget, the resort and real estate market in the 
valley are very changeable and adjustments need to be realized as change occurs. 
 
There were budget amendments during the year which reflected additional realized 
revenues and corresponding expenses. 
 
Capital Asset and Debt Administration 
 
Capital assets.  The Town’s investment in capital assets as of December 31, 2009, 
amounts to $6,473,845. This investment in capital assets includes 2009 activity consisting 
of the addition of a 1-ton truck, a light duty utility truck, and the disposition of an 
International Dump truck and Impala car all in the Public Works Department.  The detail 
of capital assets is in Note 4 to the financial statements.  
 
Long-term debt.   
 
As of December 31, 2009, the Town had long-term debt that was being paid by the 
Water, Sanitation, and Recreation, and the Building Fund as follows:

Economic Factors and Next Year’s Budget 
 

• The largest single event since Minturn’s inception, the Battle Mountain/Ginn 
Annexation was completed in May of 2008. In 2010, it is anticipated Battle 
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Mountain/Ginn will submit a petition for the annexation of the remaining 
approximate 1,000 acres and a development agreement and then proceed with 
approvals and development in the future. This project, when approved, will 
include a private community including a ski area and housing. The project will 
also bring with it employee housing, an estimated 800 plus full time jobs, an 
increase in assets and residents and a vastly increased and stable funding source 
for the future of Minturn. 

• Sales tax revenues are a major source of revenue to the Town and are an 
important source for providing funds for the general operations and maintenance 
of the Town of Minturn.  Currently, the Minturn Market as a whole continues to 
rank as one of the largest sales tax contributors.  This market, run by the Town, 
continues to provide foot traffic for the retail shops and restaurants in Town. 

• Although annually the Town’s commercial and residential sectors continue to 
grow the budget history and philosophy remains to budget flat or near flat 
revenues based on the prior year.  This conservative approach has allowed the 
Town to accurately estimate our budget to actual revenues and expenditures while 
keeping a close watch on expenses. 

• In 2009, sales tax collections were down over 10% from 2008. Concurrently, the 
national and state economies are down significantly. National and international 
markets are in a severe recession. Although the local, state and national 
economies show signs of recovery it is anticipated that Minturn sales tax 
collections will be down by as much as 10% again in 2010. With the significant 
crash of the consumer credit market, continuing economic strife in the Euro dollar 
and recessionary concerns throughout much of the world, it is difficult to predict 
the full implication of the current national economy on the local economy. Sales 
tax revenue projections and real estate growth for 2010 are conservatively 
reflective of that trend. It is not estimated that the Battle Mountain/Ginn project 
will have any significant impact upon these revenues streams for several years. 

• As stated in this document, the original Battle Mountain/Ginn annexation request 
was approved. The Town of Minturn currently awaits further submittals including 
a development plan. With the downturn in the economy Battle Mountain/Ginn has 
understandably taken a “wait and see” stance on immediate development.  In view 
of this slowdown of the development, the Town of Minturn has taken a “wait and 
see” approach to future staffing needs and revenue expectations. As of the end of 
2009, the Town employed 13 full time employees.  

• Our primary sources of liquidity are: cash generated from property and sales tax, 
leases of Town owned land, and water fees. We experienced challenging industry 
conditions throughout 2009 due to recessionary economic conditions throughout 
the world and a slow and uncertain recovery from those conditions in the fourth 
quarter of 2009. Our underlying goal has been to control our expenditures and 
maintain our fund balances while at the same time not reducing our established 
service levels to our residents. Given the difficult and uncertain economic 
environment the Town Council and Staff has undertaken additional internal 
actions to include: 

o Insurance Review: During 2009 the Town Staff reviewed and modified 
our employee medical insurance. It was estimated our employee medical 
plan would increase 29.53%. The Staff reviewed plan options and 
recommended to Council that the insurance plan be changed. This was 
done again for 2010 when Staff was presented with a 53% increase. 
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Overall these changes resulted in a 2% increase in 2009 and a projected 
9% increase in 2010. Other cost control measures were made to the life 
insurance and the employee pension plan. 

o Wage Freeze: During 2009 the Council requested a wage freeze for Staff 
for the 2010 fiscal year; this was implemented at a savings in excess of 
$83,000. Additionally, the Town management has opted not to refill two 
current vacant staff positions. 

o Staff Bonus: during 2009 the Council requested no annual bonuses be 
distributed for 2009; this was implemented at a savings in excess of 
$12,000. 

 
The Town of Minturn is in a relatively good financial position because of our ongoing 
conservative budget and spending practice. Our Fund reserves are at a sufficient level to 
cover the Town’s financial policy set by Council (equal to six months of operations 
expenditures).  Although we continue to watch all revenue and expense numbers very 
close it is comforting to recognize the diverse service industry tax base we have. With 
these factors in mind it remains a guiding touchstone that annual operational expenditures 
must be paid for from revenues earned during this same period and generally not paid 
from reserves.  In other words, in order to best plan for the future we must live within our 
means. 
 
All these factors were considered in preparing the Town of Minturn’s budget for the 2010 
fiscal year.

NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies of the Town of Minturn (the “Town”) conform to generally accepted
accounting principles as applicable to governmental entities.  The Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (“GASB”) is the accepted standard setting body for establishing governmental
accounting and financial reporting principles.  Following is a summary of the more significant
policies.

Reporting Entity

The financial reporting entity consists of the Town and organizations for which the Town is
financially accountable.  All funds, organizations, institutions, agencies, departments and offices that
are not legally separate are part of the Town.  In addition, any legally separate organizations for
which the Town is financially accountable are considered part of the reporting entity.  Financial
accountability exists if the Town appoints a voting majority of the organization’s governing board
and is able to impose its will on the organization, or if the organization provides benefits to, or
imposes financial burdens on, the Town. 

Based on the application of these criteria, the Town includes the Minturn General Improvement
District (the “District”) within its reporting entity.  The Town Council serves as the governing board
of the District.  The District was formed to finance the construction of infrastructure in the Battle
Mountain development using a dedicated property tax on property within the development.  The
District is blended into the Town’s financial statements as a special revenue fund.  The Town also
includes the Minturn Building Corporation (the “Corporation”) within its reporting entity.  The
Town Council appoints the Corporation’s Board of Directors.  The Corporation was formed for the
purpose of acquiring, constructing, installing and financing real and personal property to be used
exclusively by the Town.  The Corporation is blended into the Town’s financial statements as a debt
service fund. 

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements

The government-wide financial statements (i.e., the statement of net assets and the statement of
activities) report information on all non-fiduciary activities of the Town.  For the most part, the
effect of interfund activity has been removed from these statements.  Exceptions to this general rule
are charges for interfund services that are reasonably equivalent to the services provided.
Governmental activities, which normally are supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues,
are reported separately from business-type activities, which rely to a significant extent on fees and
charges for support. 

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of the given
function or segment are offset by program revenues.  Direct expenses are those that are clearly
identifiable with a specific function or segment.  Program revenues include 1) charges to customers
or applicants who purchase, use, or directly benefit from goods, services, or privileges provided by
a given function or segment and 2) grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the
operational or capital requirements of a particular function or segment.  Taxes and other items not
properly included among program revenues are reported instead as general revenues.  Internally
dedicated resources are reported as general revenues rather than program revenues.

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements (Continued)

Separate financial statements are provided for governmental funds, proprietary fund, and fiduciary
fund, even though the latter is excluded from the government-wide financial statements.  Major
individual governmental and proprietary funds are reported as separate columns in the fund financial
statements. 

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources measurement
focus and the accrual basis of accounting, as are the proprietary fund financial statements.  Revenues
are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded when the liability is incurred, regardless of the
timing of related cash flows.  Property taxes are recognized as revenues in the year for which they
are levied.  Grants and similar items are recognized as revenue as soon as all eligibility requirements
imposed by the provider have been met.  The agency fund utilizes the accrual basis of accounting.

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources
measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting.  Revenues are recognized as soon
as they are both measurable and available.  Revenues are considered to be available when they are
collected within the current year or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current year.  For
this purpose, the Town considers revenues to be available if they are collected within 60 days of the
end of the current year.

Taxes, intergovernmental revenues, and interest associated with the current year are considered to
be susceptible to accrual and so have been recognized as revenues of the current year.  All other
revenues are considered measurable and available only when cash is received by the Town.

Expenditures generally are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under accrual accounting.
However, debt service expenditures, as well as expenditures related to compensated absences, are
recorded only when payment is due.

Private-sector standards of accounting and financial reporting issued prior to December 1, 1989,
generally are followed in both the government-wide and proprietary fund financial statements to the
extent that those standards do not conflict with or contradict guidance of the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board.  Governments also have the option of following subsequent private-
sector guidance for their business-type activities and enterprise funds, subject to this same limitation.
The Town has elected not to follow subsequent private-sector guidance.

Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items.  Operating
revenues and expenses generally result from providing services and producing and delivering goods
in connection with a fund’s principal ongoing operations.  Operating expenses for enterprise funds
include the cost of sales and services, administrative expenses, and depreciation on capital assets.
All revenues and expenses not meeting this definition are reported as nonoperating revenues and
expenses.

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation (Continued)

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the Town’s practice to use
restricted resources first, then unrestricted resources as they are needed.

In the fund financial statements, the Town reports the following major governmental funds:

The General Fund is the Town’s primary operating fund.  It accounts for all financial resources of
the Town, except those required to be accounted for in another fund.

The Building Corporation accounts for resources accumulated for, and payments made on, the
Certificates of Participation issued by the Corporation. 

The Capital Projects Fund accounts for general capital improvements of the Town, including
building improvements and major system upgrades. 

Additionally, the Town reports the following major proprietary fund:

The Water, Sanitation and Recreation Fund is an enterprise fund that accounts for the financial
activities associated with the provision of primarily water and garbage services.

In addition, the Town reports the following fund type:

The Scholarships Agency Fund accounts for a contribution of $350,000 from the developer of the
Battle Mountain development to create a scholarship program for qualified Town students.  A
committee will be established by the Town and the developer to determine the scholarship recipients.
The Town holds all resources in a purely custodial capacity.

Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets/Fund Balance

Cash and Investments - For purposes of the statement of cash flows, cash equivalents are defined
as investments with original maturities of three months or less.  Investments are stated at fair value.

Accounts Receivable - All receivables are reported at their gross value and, where appropriate, are
reduced by the estimated portion that is expected to be uncollectible.

Interfund Receivables and Payables - During the course of operations, certain transactions occur
between individual funds. The resulting receivables and payables are classified on the balance sheet
as interfund receivables and interfund payables.

Any residual balances outstanding between the governmental activities and business-type activities
are reported in the government-wide financial statements as internal balances.

Capital Assets - Capital assets, which include property, plant, infrastructure, and equipment, are
reported in the applicable governmental or business-type activities columns in the government-wide
financial statements and the proprietary fund in the fund financial statements.  Infrastructure assets,
including streets, sidewalks and curbs and gutters, purchased or donated prior to January 1, 2004,
are not reported in the financial statements.  Capital assets are defined by the Town as assets with
an initial, individual cost of more than $5,000 and an estimated useful life in excess of one year.
Such assets are recorded at historical cost or estimated historical cost if purchased or constructed.
Donated capital assets are recorded at estimated fair market value at the date of donation. 

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially
extend the life of the asset are not capitalized.

Capital assets of the Town are depreciated using the straight-line method over the following
estimated useful lives.

Water and Sanitation Systems 20 - 50 years
Recreation Systems 10 years
Buildings and Improvements 10 - 50 years
Machinery and Equipment 5 - 10 years

Deferred Revenues - Deferred revenues include property taxes earned but levied for a subsequent
year.

Compensated Absences - Employees of the Town are allowed to accumulate unused paid time off
(PTO) for up to two years.  Upon termination of employment from the Town, an employee will be
compensated for all accrued PTO at rates between 30% and 50% of their pay rate, depending on
years of service.  Accumulated, unpaid PTO is accrued when earned in the government-wide and
proprietary fund financial statements.  A liability is recorded in the governmental fund financial
statements only when payment is due.

Long-Term Debt - In the government-wide financial statements, and the proprietary fund in the fund
financial statements, long-term debt and other long-term obligations are reported as liabilities in the
applicable governmental activities, business-type activities, or proprietary fund statement of net
assets. Premiums and discounts, as well as issuance costs, are deferred and amortized over the life
of the debt using the straight-line method.

In the fund financial statements, governmental funds recognize the face amount of debt issued as
other financing sources. Premiums received on debt issuances are reported as other financing sources
while discounts on debt issuances are reported as other financing uses.  Issuance costs, whether or
not withheld from the actual debt proceeds received, are reported as current expenditures.

Net Assets/Fund Balance - In the government-wide financial statements, and the proprietary fund
in the fund financial statements, net assets are restricted when constraints placed on the net assets
are externally imposed.  In the fund financial statements, governmental funds report reservations of
fund balance for amounts that are not available for appropriation or are legally restricted by outside
parties for use for a specific purpose. 

Property Taxes

Property taxes attach as an enforceable lien on property on January 1 and are levied the following
January 1.  Taxes are payable in full on April 30 or in two installments on February 28 and June 15.
The County Treasurer’s Office collects property taxes and remits to the Town on a monthly basis.

Risk Management

The Town is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to and destruction of
assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; general liability; unemployment; and employee
benefit expenses related to health programs.  The Town has purchased commercial insurance for
these risks of loss.

Comparative Information

Comparative total data for the prior year has been presented in the accompanying financial
statements in order to provide an understanding of changes in the Town’s financial position and
operations.  However, complete comparative data in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles has not been presented since its inclusion would make the financial statements unduly
complex and difficult to read.

Deposits

The Colorado Public Deposit Protection Act (PDPA) requires that all local government entities
deposit cash in eligible public depositories.  Eligibility is determined by State regulations.  Amounts
on deposit in excess of federal insurance levels must be collateralized by eligible collateral as
determined by the PDPA.  The PDPA allows the financial institution to create a single collateral pool
for all public funds held.  The pool is to be maintained by another institution, or held in trust for all
uninsured public deposits as a group.  The market value of the collateral must be at least equal to
102% of the uninsured deposits.  At December 31, 2009, the Town had bank deposits of $96,940
collateralized with securities held by the financial institution’s agent but not in the Town’s name.

Investments

The Town is required to comply with State statutes which specify investment instruments meeting
defined rating, maturity, and concentration risk criteria in which local governments may invest,
which include the following.  State statutes do not address custodial risk.

•  Obligations of the United States and certain U.S. Agency securities
•  Certain international agency securities
•  General obligation and revenue bonds of U.S. local government entities
•  Bankers’ acceptances of certain banks
•  Commercial paper
•  Local government investment pools
•  Written repurchase agreements collateralized by certain authorized securities
•  Certain money market funds
•  Guaranteed investment contracts

Interest Rate Risk - State statutes generally limit the maturity date of investment securities to five
years from the date of purchase unless the governing board authorizes the investment for a period
in excess of five years.

Credit Risk - State statutes limit investments in money market funds to those that maintain a constant
share price, with a maximum remaining maturity in accordance with Rule 2a-7, and either have
assets of one billion dollars or the highest rating issued by a nationally recognized statistical rating
organizations (“NRSRO”).

Investments (Continued)

At December 31, 2009, the Town’s investment of $281,947 in the Federated Treasury Obligations
Money Market Fund was rated AAAm by Standard & Poor’s.

Local Government Investment Pools - At December 31, 2009, the Town had $2,290,735 and $23,744
invested in the Colorado Local Government Liquid Asset Trust (Colotrust) and the Colorado Surplus
Asset Fund Trust (CSAFE), respectively, investment vehicles established by State statutes for local
government entities in Colorado to pool surplus funds.  The Colorado Division of Securities
administers and enforces the requirements of creating and operating the pools.  The pools operate
similarly to a money market fund and each share is equal in value to $1.00.  The pools are rated
AAAm by Standard & Poor’s.  Investments of the pools are limited to those allowed by State
statutes.  A designated custodial bank provides safekeeping and depository services in connection
with the direct investment and withdrawal functions.  The custodian’s internal records identify the
investments owned by the participating governments.

Restricted Cash and Investments

In accordance with the agreement established by the Certificates of Participation, cash and
investments of $281,500 are restricted by the Building Corporation to meet future debt service
requirements.  Additionally, $255,147 is restricted in the General Fund for Little Beach Park
improvements.

Certificates of Participation

Certificates of Participation (COPs), Series 2000A, in the original amount of $1,775,000, and Series
2000B, in the amount of $1,045,000, were issued by the Corporation to construct a building for use
as a town hall, town employee housing, and a post office.  The Corporation leases the building to
the Town for amounts equal to the COPs debt service payments.  The Town subleases the employee
housing portion of the building to individuals and another portion of the building to the U.S. Postal
Service.

The Series 2000A COPs accrue interest at rates ranging from 5.5% to 6.1% per annum, with
payments due semi-annually on June 1 and December 1. Principal payments are due annually on
December 1, from 2011 through 2020.

The Series 2000B COPs accrue interest at rates ranging from 7.25% to 8.0% per annum, with
payments due semi-annually on June 1 and December 1. Principal payments are due annually on
December 1, through 2020.

Notes Payable

During 1992, two loans for $360,000 and $73,837 were obtained from the Colorado Water
Resources and Power Development Authority (CWRPDA) to refinance existing loans.  Principal and
interest payments are due semi-annually with interest rates ranging from 3.35% to 4.9%, through
2012.

During 1995, a loan for $300,000 was obtained from the CWRPDA.  Payments of $5,614, including
interest at 4.5%, are due quarterly, with the final payment due in 2016.  This loan is payable solely
from revenues of the Town’s water system, net of operations and maintenance expenses.  During the
year ended December 31, 2009, net revenues of approximately $253,803 were available to pay
annual debt service of $22,456.  Remaining debt service at December 31, 2009, was $140,355.

Rural Development Notes

1997A and 1997B Water Revenue Notes were issued to make improvements to the Town’s water
system.  Principal and interest payments are due semi-annually, through April 1, 2037.  Interest
accrues at 5% and 4.875%, respectively.

Police Plan

The Town of Minturn contributes to a single-employer defined contribution money purchase pension
plan on behalf of full-time police officers.  The contribution requirements of Plan participants and
the Town are established and may be amended by the Town Council.

The Town is required to contribute 8% of each participating employee’s compensation, and each
employee must contribute a matching amount.  All contributions to the Plan become partially vested
to the employee upon completion of one year of service and fully vested after five years of service.
During the year ended December 31, 2009, the Town and employee contributions were $13,641
each, equal to the required contributions. 

General Employee Plan

All employees, other than police officers, are eligible to participate in an Internal Revenue Code
Section 401(a) Plan beginning six months from date of hire.  The contribution requirements of Plan
participants and the Town are established and may be amended by the Town Council.  The Town
is required to contribute 8% of each participant’s base salary to the Plan.  During the year ended
December 31, 2009, the Town Council amended the Plan to require a 2% employee contribution for
all full-time employees.  The Town’s contributions vest immediately, except for employees hired
after February, 1, 2009, for which contributions will vest at 25% each year.  During the year ended
December 31, 2009, the Town’s contributions to the Plan were $39,843, equal to the required
contributions.

NOTE 8: COMMITMENTS AND CONTINGENCIES

Tabor Amendment

Colorado voters passed an amendment to the State Constitution, Article X, Section 20, which has
several limitations, including revenue raising, spending abilities, and other specific requirements of
state and local government.  On April 5, 1994, voters within the Town approved the collection,
retention and expenditure of the full revenues generated by the Town in 1994 and subsequent years,
notwithstanding the provisions of the Amendment.

The Town has established an emergency reserve, representing 3% of qualifying expenditures, as
required by the Amendment.  At December 31, 2009, the emergency reserve of $82,000 was reported
as a reservation of fund balance in the General Fund.

Litigation

The Town is involved in various litigation.  The outcome of this litigation cannot be determined at
this time.  However, management believes that any outcome will not have a significant adverse affect
on the Town’s financial condition.

NOTE 1: STEWARDSHIP, COMPLIANCE, AND ACCOUNTABILITY

Budgets

Budgets are legally adopted for all funds of the Town.  Budgets for the governmental funds are
adopted on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP).  Budgetary
comparisons for the proprietary fund are presented on a non-GAAP budgetary basis.  Capital outlay
and debt principal are budgeted as expenditures and depreciation is not budgeted.

The Town follows these procedures in establishing the budgetary data reflected in the financial
statements:

• In October, management submits to the Town Council a proposed operating budget for the fiscal
year commencing the following January 1.  The operating budget includes proposed expenditures
and the means of financing them.

• Public hearings are conducted to obtain taxpayer comments.

• Prior to December 31, the budget is legally enacted through passage of an ordinance.

• Management is authorized to transfer budgeted amounts between departments within any fund.
However, any revisions that alter the total expenditures of any fund must be approved by the
Town Council.

• All appropriations lapse at year end.  Colorado governments may not exceed budgeted
appropriations at the fund level.

Compliance

During the year ended December 31, 2009, the Building Corporation expenditures exceeded the
amounts budgeted by $1,509, primarily because of costs related to unanticipated flooding in the
building.  This may be a violation of State statutes.
